3. Suggestions for New Parking Instruction

a. MMCS Schermerhorn is expecting to have the new parking instruction submitted to HRO by late July.

b. MMCS Schermerhorn address’ that the new instruction includes MOA, NBK, and Bangor guidelines, he also states that if there are any issues with the wording of the new instruction it should be addressed. 

4. OPEN FLOOR

a. Elaine Wrightson addresses her concerns about the parking spaces being lost and whether there will be replacement spaces and what will be done once the spots are taken away.  MMCS Schermerhorn acknowledges that majority of the 730 spaces will be replaced once the lay down is complete, he also states that there will be shuttle runs and additional parking while the lay down is being completed to accommodate for the lost spaces.  

b. MMCS Schermerhorn adds that the only permanent loss of parking spaces will be the CO, XO, and handicap spaces.

c. Lisa Anderson asks about the bus route change, and John Carter confirms that there is now an updated more user friendly map on all bus stops.

d. Lee Muter addresses that Charleston gate will be closed 0600 July 9th until 1600 July 10th due to the finishing of maintenance, he acknowledges that Montgomery gate will be open during major traffic hours, and Naval gate will be the main commercial gate and remain open 24 hrs.

e. John Carter suggests that for workers only working a half day because of a medical appointment, etc. that they should be allowed a 1 day parking pass to park that is closer to the shipyard. 

f. Elaine Wrightson brings up the issue with F lot and whether or not military is being ticketed for parking in a civilian parking lot. MMCS assures her that the issue is being handled accordingly. 

g. Kevin Ryan suggests that there be more detailed signs placed in the 995 parking lot to better justify who all can park in that area. Ben Cote suggests that the signs have pictures of what decal is needed to park in the 995 parking lot.

h. Darcy Shapley asks about the 1105 parking policy and whether it’s still in effect that anyone with a badge can park there after 1430. MMCS confirms that after working hours all spaces are open to anyone except for Executive, handicap, and customer service parking spaces, which are reserved 24/7. 

i.   Kevin Ryan suggests that the non-emergency number for any issues with the parking garage and the parking lots be posted on all signs and floors. Lee Muter follows up by saying what is considered non-emergency and how it will be handled, along with the number (360-627-3393).
