1. Meeting commenced: 1000
2. Motion to approve 18AUG11 TAG minutes:

3. Completion of Towing instructions 
a. MMCS Schermerhorn confirms that the towing instruction was negotiated and completed and is now with the Executive Officer for signing after a few administrative corrections were made and after which the Commanding Officer will sign off on. Kevin Ryan from the Human Resource office and MMCS Schermerhorn have been working together to put a news you can use message sound bite in which the towing instruction will be implemented. 
b. MMCS Schermerhorn explains some of the rules of the new towing instruction. One in which is a three strike rule stating if someone receives three tickets or more of the same offense, they will have to see the traffic court officer and are subject to being towed. 
4. 513 Project Status
a. MMCS Schermerhorn states that the things on the 513 project are coming to a completion and part of Z Lot have come back. The wait is now on EJB with the painting of the handicap symbols which are going to be put in Z lot first and also the funding for the project.
b. Kevin Ryan asks MMCS Schermerhorn if the handicap signs from 922 parking lot will be pulled with the effect of Z lot receiving handicap parking. MMCS confirms that once Z lot receives the spots for handicap parking that the 922 parking lot will lose its handicapped parking until all are put back into Z lot. 
c. MMCS Schermerhorn states his plans on negotiating with the union to officially set 922 lot as a parking lot of its own and for part of the parking lot in which the operating crane testing is to be made as overflow parking. And to also reconstruct the unusual hours parking permits because of the abuse of parking. 
d. Donna Busha questions about after the handicap parking becomes available in Z lot will the 922 lot still be available for parking until the 513 lot is completed.  MMCS Schermerhorn answers that yes the 922 lot will still be available and passengers will not be able to use their Z lot pass in the 513 parking area until after everything is negotiated and put out as what the parking rules. 
e. LCDR Stiles questions about the completion date of parking lots 513, 922 and Z. MMCS Schermerhorn states that the lay down area of the Bravo pier will not be given back until the beginning of January 2012, Z lot shows the contract completion date at 7 January 2012, and that 513 lot shows a completion sometime in mid November.
5. OPEN FLOOR

a. Donna Busha describes a section in the Z lot in which a car couldn’t fit in the parking space and she wanted to know if it could possibly get repainted and used for motorcycle parking. MMCS Schermerhorn replies that he will go and take a look at the area in question and research to see if it’s against the force protection and if not he doesn’t see why it couldn’t be negotiated.

b. Richard Feeney questions about how to stop unauthorized parking in an area located on State Street that was formerly a tennis court area. MMCS Schermerhorn answers that NBK does not own that property and that Four Cities Housing would be the owners for contact. Kevin Ryan adds how the parking lot is not a designation area for sailors to park.
c. Richard Feeney gives an update that bus stop signs for inside and outside of the CIA area are finished and that finalization of the base maps which shows the building numbers and locations of the bus stops should be completed in about two weeks.  MMCS Schermerhorn requested an electronic copy of the final copy of the map so he will be able to answer any questions about them. 
d. Richard Feeney questions about making more parking spots for motorcycles in O lot. MMCS Schermerhorn answers by stating that funding for painting spots are still the hold up for the process.

e. Jim Hubbeling wanted to discuss how to get parking permits for contracting vehicles that are set to do a roofing project on BLDG 431 inside the CIA area, so the ticketing of the vehicles can be avoided. MMCS Schermerhorn states that the problem can be possibly solved by talking to the DOD police officers and the parking department. 
f. John Nehus asks about the process of the CBIS project. Jim Hubbeling answers that the project has been stalled because of funding.
g. Donna Busha questions if sailors would volunteer their services for the painting of lines in parking lots etc. MMCS Schermerhorn responds by saying having sailor to help out with the painting wouldn’t be a problem, the only problem is the funding to get the materials needed. 
h. Rich Feeney expresses his concerns about the G lot bus stop and if it can get moved. MMCS Schermerhorn states that it has already been presented to Safety and the reason the location is because of safety reasons.
