19 AUG 10 TAG Minutes

1) Meeting commenced: 1004

2) Motion to Approve 19 AUG 10 TAG Minutes: 
Mrs. Violet Fischer (DDPW Seco)

Second: Mrs. Patricia Brewer-hart (Naval Base Kitsap Parking)

3) LT Kibodeaux (NBK AOPS) says she will not be in attendance at the 16 SEP 10 TAG meeting. ENS Schermerhorn (NBK Traffic Division Officer) will be taking over TAG in her absence. NBK AOPS says 15 JUL 10 TAG was cancelled due to the lack of manning at NBK Operations Department.

4) Kitsap/Mason Transit Fair:

a. ENS Peterson (NBK Operations Dept) says the Kitsap/Mason Transit Fair will be held in Bangor on 22SEP10 in front of the NEX and in Bremerton on 23Sep10. The location in Bremerton is yet to be set up. ENS Peterson says the bike rack in G Lot is being moved so as to prevent from displaced parking. He says everything is still in the process of being discussed and set up. He says NBK would like to inform everyone working on base of the different commuting options by hosting the Kitsap/Mason Transit Fair. ENS Peterson says he is open to any ideas/suggestions/questions about the Fair and can be reached at (360) 627-4024.

b. NBK AOPS says the Fair is to encourage alternative travel to Bremerton Base, such as vanpool, carpool, TIP, worker-drivers, etc., due to the lack of parking on Bremerton Base. The primary focus is military, civilians and contractors and encouraging the alternate commuting options.

c. NBK AOPS says Bangor Base is also becoming more of a problem due to parking. NBK is trying to increase worker-driver buses at Bangor.

d. NBK AOPS says Mrs. Patricia Brewer-Hart is the TIP Coordinator for NBK.

e. ENS Peterson says Island County and Pierce County will be sending materials for distribution, but will not be in attendance at the Fair. 

f. NBK AOPS says food will be sold at the Fair through the 1st Class Association and MWR.

      5)  Clarification of Motorcycle Parking entitlements and location:

a. NBK AOPS says there are approximately 372 motorcycle parking spots available on base. If motorcycle parking is not labeled, it is not considered by NBK to be motorcycle parking.

b. NBK AOPS says as long as a valid DoD decal is shown, anyone can park in a motorcycle parking area. For example, military can park their motorcycles in 1105 civilian parking garage, and civilians can park their motorcycles in 1012 military parking garage. However, one cannot have a parking Lot pass and park in an SOV parking spot with a motorcycle. 

c. NBK AOPS says the 63-65 motorcycle spots in 1105 will be kept open and additional safety measures will be added over the next few months. NBK is looking at what can be done to allow motorcycles to get through gates, and in and out of garages. However, NBK does not want anyone without Base access being able to get onto base using the areas motorcycles would normally use if NBK were to change the motorcycle areas.

d. NBK AOPS says Z Lot is not an official motorcycle parking lot.


6)  Proposed New Procedures for Carpool:

a. NBK AOPS says NBK uses the PLATT system, which requires the last four digits of vehicle owners/passengers of a carpool. NBK AOPS says NBK Parking has to manually go through every name given by Kitsap Transit to verify their info and last four. Due to lack of manning/time, NBK and Kitsap Transit have agreed to send everyone to Parking Office first, and then Kitsap Transit second. This way all info, including the last four of socials, will be filled out correctly, and therefore the Parking Office will not have to fill out info manually. Due to the change, it is recommended that NBK Parking Office update this info every 6 mths.

b. Mrs. Patricia Brewer-hart (Naval Base Kitsap Parking) says the first sign up for carpool requires all individuals in a carpool to come into the Parking Office. A “manager” (usually the driver of the carpool) should be assigned within a carpool and must come in every 6 mths to the Parking Office to update any and all changes to their carpool.

c. Mr. Thad Johnson (PSNS Security Director) says carpooling would be discouraged amongst civilians if everyone in a carpool had to come in to update their status every 6 mths. This is due to civilian working hours on base.

d. NBK AOPS says if this change occurs, every carpool will have to physically go into parking together to update their status’. She says not only will this change allow for the Parking Office to gain the last four of everyone’s socials, the Parking office will be given the advantage of being given names in a carpool, and will also give everyone in a carpool a pass. This will prevent “double-dippers and ghost riders.”

e. NBK AOPS says NBK will further discuss the change and the concerns/questions/suggestions. 


7)  Notify of new towing contract approval:

a. NBK AOPS says according to FISC, the new contract for towing will be online 01 OCT 10. The article has been sent up the Chain of Command for approval, and NBK will send a soundbyte out for dissemination, and the new towing contract will be advertised throughout the base.

b. NBK AOPS says after the 3rd parking violation on base, NBK will call the towing company. The vehicle owner will be charged daily until the vehicle is obtained from the towing company. However, if a deployed owner’s vehicle is accidently towed, the contract says the towing company must give the vehicle back free of charge. Please park in Fleet Deployed Parking if you are being deployed to prevent this altogether.


8)  
FISC Parking Area and ATFP Requirements:

a. NBK AOPS says Mrs. Kathi Lundberg (FISC) is in charge of FISC Parking Area. NBK CO and FISC CO are in discussion of the FISC Parking area. 

b. NBK AOPS says the evaluation of spaces to determine if they are authorized spaces is going on right now. NBK AOPS says NBK is trying to get rid of “handshake” agreements.

c. NBK AOPS says a lot of areas are being temporarily obtained by NBK due to 513 Project, and trailer removal. She says NBK is deliberating about how it can accommodate everyone into another lot temporarily. They will not lose a place to park, they are simply being relocated according to NBK instruction. If they are entitled to be close to the buildings (ie-executive) then NBK will accommodate them as necessary.

d. NBK AOPS says NBK is trying to get the spaces around Bldg 467 approved by the CO to be GOV spots. 

e. NBK AOPS says NBK and Security did a month’s worth of counting between the hours of 0530 and 1000, and about 4,000-4,500 vehicles were counted coming onto base. Since NBK has about 8,000 parking spots, more study was done, and NBK came to the realization that one of the biggest problems is sign usage. Many signs have not been approved in writing, and are not per instruction, therefore cannot be used. NBK AOPS says the instruction states that NBK is able to change parking based on mission requirements. 

9) Z Lot Partial Closure:

a. NBK AOPS says the northern portion of Z Lot is being fenced off due to the 513 Project, which includes the closure of about 28 spots. Notifications have already been sent out to the Base. 
b. NBK AOPS says 07 SEP 10 the entire southern part of Z Lot will be closed. NBK has already been in discussion with the Unions and announcements will be sent out. Also, advertisements of where to park will be sent out as well. The original date of finish is in the January/February time frame. 
c. NBK AOPS says Pier Bravo Project will not be finished until 2012.
d. NBK AOPS says due to the 513 Project, NBK will lose about 150-200 parking spaces (not to include ATFP standoff from the new building that will replace 513). NBK AOPS says there are a lot of unknowns about the 513 Project.
e. NBK AOPS says anyone in the Z Lot area is welcome to come into the Parking Office and change their lot. Lots with spaces to fill include “O” Lot, Montgomery, “F” Lot, and 995. Changes to new lots are permanent.
10) Open Floor: 

a. NBK AOPS says NMCI is considering opening up a web-based program for PLATT. 

b. NBK AOPS says the goal of “illegal” signage removal is to get NBK back to what the instruction says. However, any sign request must be routed through NBK Chain of Command and the CO must approve. Please keep in mind that NBK has just lost numerous parking spots, and many requests may not be approved, depending on where the request is asking the sign to be placed.

c. NBK AOPS says sending out notification of “official” opening up of lots, sends NBK back into negotiations with the Unions. Based upon the outcome of negotiations with the Unions, NBK cannot determine what clientele will go where until negotiations with the Unions are finished.

d. NBK AOPS says NMCI has a written contract that NBK will provide parking for employees in the NMCI parking lot. NBK is going to be contacting NMCI to show proof as to why NMCI is entitled to the NMCI parking area. If no proof can be given, NBK will be re-acquiring the NMCI parking lot. 

e. NBK AOPS says the re-acquirement of the NMCI parking lot is a huge factor for NBK due to “F” Lot losing about 130 spots due to the truck run-off lane project.
