1. Meeting commenced: 1000
2. Motion to approve 16JUN11 TAG minutes:

i. – MMCS Schermerhorn (NBK)

ii. -Second: Larenda Trujillo (FISC)

3. Completion of Towing instructions 
a. MMCS Schermerhorn stated that the negotiation of the towing instruction has been completed and the new instruction is in route and is getting reviewed by the security officer; which will then be properly routed and signed by the Commanding Officer.  After the new instruction is signed by the Commanding Officer, MMCS Schermerhorn will then address everyone so they are aware the new instruction is completed. 
b. MMCS Schermerhorn address’ that the new instruction covers towing vehicles that have multiple offenses for illegal parking and vehicles that have also been abandoned. He also states that the owner of the vehicle will be notified before towing because of cost effectiveness and man power. 
4. OPEN FLOOR

a. Donna Busha asks the status of the elevators located in the military parking garage getting fixed. MMCS Schermerhorn reply by stating he knew of the park for the elevator was on order but doesn’t know if the part had been delivered yet and will ask EJB about the status.
b. Elaine Wrightson addresses the problem with vehicles getting parked illegally, abandoned vehicles and also problems with motorcycle parking in the 995 parking lot. MMCS Schermerhorn reply by saying to give him a call or send an email when there is collective amount of the illegal parking, etc. going on so he can notify security.  
c. Elaine Wrightson asks the status of the Z Parking lot. MMCS Schermerhorn states that at the end of August is when part of the north section of the parking lot is supposed to be back open for use.  Bruce Becker goes on by saying that not all of the real estate that was taken over will be turned back over until the Pier B project is subject to wrap up some time in January.
d. Taska Elin expresses her concerns about issues with parking in R Lot (CR section) during the weekends. She stated that she approached NBK Security about giving out tickets and they informed her that they do not give out tickets during the weekends. LTJG Desmond states he will talk to Chief Jenkins to try to come up with a solution.
e. Patrick Abbott asks MMCS Schermerhorn about making another parking spot in the 1105 parking area for the vanpool vehicles because there are only two parking spots available with a total of three vanpool passes/vehicles. MMCS Schermerhorn states that it on the list to try to get approved but it has yet to be approved because of the funding.
f. Patrick Abbott asks about the handicap parking in front of the FISC Building, stating that the handicapped employees working there are no longer assigned to those spots but are now assigned to park in the 288 parking lot. From them parking in the 288 parking lot they are complaining that it is too far of a walk and they would like parking closer to the FISC Building. Julianne Schmidt stated that they still have the option of parking in the Z parking lot and catching the access bus to the FISC Building. Patrick said that he told them that but they told him that there weren’t any handicap spots available.  MMCS Schermerhorn states that there is also handicap parking the 922 parking lot where they can also use the access bus, until more spaces open up in the Z lot. He also informs Patrick that FISC is in charge if the executive parking in front of the building and all other must use the 288 parking lot. Kevin Ryan says he is trying to find out if the handicap employees have state handicap plaques and if they don’t then they should not be parking in the handicap spaces. He goes on by saying that they will not be giving employees reserved handicap parking spaces.  Patrick asks what the solution for this problem is and Kevin states to park in a handicap parking space and catch the access bus from the parking lot to the door of the FISC Building and also to find more parking spaces. 
g. Donna Busha asks about the status if the 513 parking lot, when will it be available and will it have handicap parking spaces available. MMCS Schermerhorn answers by saying the parking lot will be available for use in September and there will not be any handicap parking and the handicap parking in 922 will be moved back into Z lot once its opens up. 
h. Don Leu gives out information about the transportation team working on getting new signs for bus stops and the routes the busses will be taking and also trying to make changes to the routes and the times, especially the CIA shuttle.  Elaine Wrightson asks Don if the swing shift bus schedule would change and Don says no it’s strictly for the day shift.
