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· Meeting commenced 1010 on 19 February 2009
· Motion approved to accept January minutes- MMCS Spencer
· Second- IFPTE Representative
· G LOT: NAVFAC NW asked if any one had any further questions on the striping of G-lot and the relocation of  vanpool and SOV spaces to better accommodate traffic flow and space utilization.  This will not be affecting any motorcycle stalls or space counts. IFPTE Rep asked if there were restrictions to parking motorcycles along the fence next to the CIA.  PSNS Security replied it is a force protection violation and invades level 1 requirement in the CIA area. NAVFAC NW asked for a final yes or no. IFPTE says he will need to make notification and will have an answer at the next meeting. 

· H LOT: NAVFAC has plans to commence an entrance/exit at the west end of H Lot. Work to commence first quarter next fiscal year 2010. This will likely be a CBMU project. Money is not the issue but time and staffing with CMBU is.  IFPTE Rep says the lights at the cross walk by the pond aren’t working. NAVFAC says it is an electrical problem and repairs are in progress. 
· P LOT: The lot by the old apprentice Bldg was being occupied by sailors and shipyard workers who were unauthorized parking. MMC Walter reports enforcement has stepped up and the problem is resolved.

· BTMC RFI:  MMCS Spencer addressed concerns about the number of designated vanpool and carpool patrons that have not registered with the NBK Parking office, causing a shortage of authorized personnel using vanpool and carpool spaces. NBK Parking management does not have an accurate usage of this parking real estate due to the lack of registration.  Kitsap Transit issues the carpool pass and patrons are required to report to NBK Parking for a vanpool or carpool lot designation. This is not happening in many cases. Enforcement is going to start ticketing if this lot designator is not present and NBK needs all personnel to understand the requirement to submit the new carpool or vanpool pass for a lot designation to NBK Parking in order to obtain better management of this parking real estate.

· OPEN FLOOR: 

· IFPTE is receiving complaints from workers receiving tickets when they park their motorcycles by the fence along Z lot and CTA.  MMCS replied that previous discussion during a TAG meeting in December on the subject had determined the truck turn out radius for the loading docks at the FISC building was the issue and explained why there was no parking available in this area. Motorcycle parking, just as vehicle parking is only authorized in designated areas.  MMC Walter says there is no motorcycle parking in Z-lot due to the spaces re-allocated to CTA.

· IFPTE is researching the installation of a bus stop south of G-lot. He will be meeting with Michael Douglas, for safety concerns.

· IFTPE is asking for a list for available parking real estate in the 1105 parking garage. He is requesting access to view the PLATT list of persons currently assigned. AOPS stated this info is not avail for view due to confidential information.  MMCS suggested IFPTE to give NBK Parking a list of persons he represents that have requested passes and Parking can provide a status of their applications.  MMCS noted there is still parking real estate in F Lot, but 1105 parking garage is at 160% capacity.

· MMCS stated parking is open to all hands in 1105 garage after day shift working hours, which are from 0530 to 1530.

· PSNS Security asked how many times a week the 1105 garage was policed for parking violators.  MMC stated once or twice a week, more often when the carrier is in, and also upon request if there is an influx of violators. PSNS Security requested more presence at the garage from NBK Parking for violators.

· AOPS asked Parking enforcement if JCS Beach Det provides assistance for parking violators. MMC stated only during JCS designated events.

· Next TAG meeting will be 19 March 2009
