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· Meeting commenced 1005 on December 11, 2008

· Motion approved Nov 20 minutes- John Farrior

· Second- MMCS Spencer

· KITSAP TRANSPORTAION: Sandra D’andrea commented about the 

notice of Callow Avenue being closed. She will find out more information about the closure. 

· TRUCK RUN OFF LANE IN F-LOT: Sandra D’andrea commented 

that the full design will not be available for review until possibly the end of April. Construction contract could be awarded Aug or Sep 2009. No dates for design on lighting project yet. Lighting project will revolve around the run off lane for the truck inspection building. If KT Busses are allowed to stage in F lot- this will be taken into consideration for the lighting project. Each bus takes up 2 parking spaces. Approximately 30 KT Buses will be staged from 15 Jan-Apr.

· CTA: Parking passes for Z/CTA will not be increased beyond 115% of 

Z lot capacity due to the CTA parking is temporary. There is more parking real estate in the CTA parking, but passes will be issued to the demographic of Z lot’s capacity; not to exceed 115%. Building 1105 parking garage exceeds 115% due to an agreement between the XO (CDR DesHotel) and Rick Tift, with the advice of Thad Johnson. It was also done in small increments over a period of 6 months. 

· F-LOT UNDER UTILIZED: Parking in F-lot continues to be under 

utilized, despite efforts of parking management to fill it, due to the undesirable location of the lot. Good effort has been made on the part of the parking office to fill the lot. Parking office provided examples of correspondence from parking customers via email demonstrating that persons do not desire a pass for this lot. 

· Z-LOT LAY DOWN AREA RECONFIGURATION: Striping of 

the lot will be conducted by Skookom around March due to weather. MMCS Spencer is making arrangements for the contractors to place signage to delineate the reconfiguration of the parking lot to accommodate a more useful lay down area for the Pier Bravo project.

OPEN FLOOR: 

· DEVRON 5 PARKING AREA: For Bangor annex in regards to 

Service Pier. Personnel who transport from Bremerton to Bangor do not have adequate parking when they are required to be in Bangor. Suggestion was made to park across from Bldg 7000.

· WATER FRONT PARKING, LOWER BASE BANGOR:  Sandra 

D’andrea addressed the request for addition of 200 more persons from the coast guard. Need to revisit options to increase or better utilize parking real estate. AOPS will notify OPSO.

· PARKING LOT LOCATION FOR PLAITT USERS: Pat Brewer-Hart stated 

parking customers do not have access to view maps that delineate parking lot designators if they do not have NMCI access. AOPS offered to assist with a solution to this. 

· ACCESS FOR HANDICAP AND BICYCLISTS AT STATE GATE: 
Addition of turnstiles and improved access is in progress some time in the future. 
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
