TAG MEETING MINUTES

1) Meeting commenced 1005 on 20 August  2009

Comments for last TAG minute clarification: Richard Panzer (IFTPE Union Rep) requested a correction to Para.6 on 16 July 2009 TAG minutes. There were 20 Handicap spaces, not 20 signs. Only 3 signs delineated for the 20 spaces. 

2) Motion to approve 16 July TAG minutes: Marie Campbell (Safety)

3) Second: Virginia Goldberg (DDPW Facilities) 
4) NBK IT Information:  

Naval Base Kitsap provided an IT representative, ITC Anthony Burden, at the request of Kenneth Malich (IFPTE Union Rep). All determined there was not a need for NBK IT to be present. 

IFPTE Rep. requested an update to the maps on gateway, H-Lot is not depicted. LCDR Simpkins (NBK OPSO) said NAVFAC personnel are in the process of updating it. 

Bruce Becker (NAVFAC Bremerton) is aware of the needed updates and will forward when complete. 

IFPTE requests a better system of identifying lots through a number system or letter system currently there is not a pattern to lot identification, for those who don’t have knowledge of the base. 

Thad Johnson (PSNS Security) said anyone who is eligible to park in the parking facilities on base will be familiar with the current lot designators and there was no need to change the current designations.

5) BUS STOP ACROSS FROM G-LOT: NAVFAC has the funding for the bus stop cross walk. But until it’s on contract, there is no specific date. An unknown bus driver told IFPTE only dry dock bus stops there. NBK OPSO will make a call today and get status of buses. 

6) G LOT RESTRIPING:  MMCS Spencer (NBK OPS LCPO) will forward design recommendation to OPSO for approval. OPS LCPO will then forward to NAVFAC and direct union notification for lot closure. NAVFAC will facilitate over a non work day. 

7) FIRE STATION 28:  Two red blinking lights for the fire station to allow a path for emergency vehicles should be yellow. Current red striping on the road should also be yellow. NAVFAC will switch the red striping to yellow. The red blinking light on Farragut Avenue will be changed to yellow. The light on Dewey Street will remain blinking red. 

8) RENTAL CAR ENFORCEMENT: MMC Walter (NBK Parking) asked who within PSNS is responsible for managing people assigned TAD to the shipyard because parking enforcement needs notification of who is to receive access to the parking lots. Can a parking regulation be a part of their travel order briefing?  PSNS Security directs TAD personnel to park out in town and claim their pass expense to their travel claim, but they don’t. He provides parking to the executive ranks within executive parking real estate. NBK Parking noted the difficulty in enforcement of rental cars parked illegally. Rental info should be in clear view on the dashboard face up but instead parking violators will face it upside down. OPSO suggested to parking office a set of rules of the road should be issued to rental car drivers. This could be part of initiated by the gate sentries when they allow access to someone driving a rental car in the form of a flier.

9) PLATT UPDATES: NBK Parking reports the PLATT program is up to date in regard to suspension list and carpool list. If a parking patron passed their parking pass to another for use, both will be suspended for a period of 6 months. OPS LCPO went through past TAG minutes to find the verbiage concerning the number of days a pass can be expired before it is inactive and reissued to the next person on the wait list. Unable to locate, would like to chair the notion that 30 days be the cut off. All agreed to this. 

Kevin Ryan (PSNS HRO) will put a notification out for this. Once notification process is complete PSNS HRO will notify NBK Parking. NBK parking reports that 300+ parking passes will be made available to issue as a result of this measure.

NBK Parking will issue parking citations to expired pass holders who are caught parking with an expired pass. Citations will be voided when pass holder reports to parking within 30 days of expired pass and pass will be updated.

10) TIP VIOLATORS LIST:  NBK Parking has a 3 page list of approx 160 people who were maintaining a pass and were also utilizing TIP.  If they are driving to work while receiving TIP this is fraud, waste and abuse of about $230 per month. To decrease the number of TIP violators, NBK Parking is seeking assistance by all tenant command TIP reps. The NBK TIP coordinator will then provide the Tenant command TIP rep with a list of pass holders. For those who work unusual hours and receive TIP, regulations are provided to them and are also on the parking website.

11) JOHN C STENNIS:  John C Stennis sailors are providing parking enforcement.

12) MOTOR CYCLE PARKING IN Z-LOT: NAVFAC request to post temporary signs for motorcycles to park along the fence building. Everyone agrees for motorcycle parking by FISC fence. Safety will assess with John Farrior (FISC Security) and will report findings at the next TAG meeting.  NBK Parking cautions striping for motorcycles will need to ensure a clear boundary is made to allow turn radius for vehicles.

13) OPEN FLOOR: 

A)  IFPTE requested upgrade to temporary handicap signs in F lot due to persons have been tearing down the current signs.

B) Personnel have enquired if Access busses will be routed to F-lot due to the handicap spots. These spots are designed for persons who are able to utilize the turn style adjacent the lot for access to the base and understand that a transit bus will not be made avail expressly for their transit. 

C) NBK OPSO, The completion date for F-lot is on track for October. 

D) IFPTE, receiving complaints about putting the Orca card on the dashboard, it could encourage theft of the card. PSNS HRO noted this is a Code 600 issue. HRO will contact IFPTE to discuss. 

E) IFPTE is requesting an alternative for worker driver buses to enter besides Charleston Gate. NAVFAC noted this had already been considered and there is no alternative. Suggested IFPTE choose an alternate route when leaving the base to avoid the bottle neck.   

F) PSNS Security requests looking at BLDG 1105 and notes parking real estate still empty in about 150 stalls daily.  

G) OPSO will resend the notification for Missouri Gate times allowing only lot passes (0530-0730).  The gate will only take Z-Lot, G-Lot, A-Lot, and F-Lot. 

H) OPSO, moving forward on the revised parking proposal.

I) NBK Parking noted Bangor employees should not be in possession of parking passes for NBK Bremerton parking lots.
