1) Meeting commenced: 1006

2) Motion to Approve 17 DEC 09 TAG Minutes: 
Mr. Kenneth Malich (Bremerton IFPTE Representative)

Second: Mr. Richard Panzer (IFPTE Representative)

3) Bus Route Signs: 

a. LT Kibodeaux (NBK AOPS) says Mr. Mike Douglas (Bremerton Transportation) is no longer the point of contact for information regarding bus route signs. NBK AOPS says she will call LCDR Cupp (NAVFAC Transportation) and direct any questions toward him.

4) Status of Vanpool Parking within the CIA:
a. Mr. Thad Johnson (PSNS Security Director) says he will ask his shipyard commander to look into it. Also, a waiver is needed to move forward and vanpool drivers will be trained and certified to inspect their own vehicles. 

b. PSNS Security Director says they will be able to manage an estimate of about 36 vans, and the requirement is that they are commercial transportation system issued. 

5) Signage (Tennis Courts, B847, etc):

a. NBK AOPS says the old tennis court that is now a parking lot is now only “Residents and Visitors Only” parking. Visitors will be issued passes by the Housing Office. 

b. NBK AOPS says she will contact N9 to let them know about the sign that has been knocked down.

c. NBK AOPS says 847 are ready to put up (need sign posts), G Lot and Cottman signs to be made and  put up. G Lot Vanpool signs are needed.

d. NBK AOPS says due to the time length it takes to get a dig permit, NBK is looking into using “cement filled buckets” to put up signs.

e. PSNS Security Director says 847 has 20 spaces that need signs. NBK AOPS says NBK prefers not to sign each space in 847.

f. NBK AOPS says NBK wants to eventually have an “NBK design” for the base’s signs. This will allow NBK to know who is putting up their own signs without permission.

g. NBK AOPS says Self Help creates signs for availability.

6) USS Nimitz:

a. NBK AOPS says the USS Nimitz will be in port due to their Tiger Cruise for one or two days in the March/April time frame. NBK support will then explain about their homeport change. USS Nimitz homeport change is scheduled for December 2010.

b. NBK AOPS says they are expecting and estimation of about 2,000 additional sailors. This does not include their families. NBK will start increasing personnel in March 2010 due to the homeport change.

c. NBK AOPS says NBK is hoping to meet with USS Nimitz XO in March to discuss parking on base. 

7) H Lot/ Cottman (C Lot):

a. NBK AOPS says H Lot is closing. There are about 190 parking spaces in H Lot. CDC groundbreaking (in H lot) is in April. Cottman is opening earlier than anticipated. There are 150-160 parking spaces. Notification will slowly be given to H Lot personnel. Also, no new passes are needed until H Lot pass expires; Parking will then issue a Cottman (C Lot) parking pass. Mr. Kevin Ryan (Human Resources CNRNW) says flyers will be placed on vehicles to notify H Lot personnel and that parking in Cottman will be “…as assigned from H Lot.”. Cottman parking lot includes carpool, and if there is ever a request for vanpool parking, then the signs will be changed from carpool to vanpool. There will probably be no painting on the ground (due to wx and contract), but signage will be up. NBK will attempt to fit motorcycles in Cottman, if there is room in the off angled areas.There may be a future work request to get dirt areas in C lot paved. NBK would need to find money from an outside source, due to the fact that it is not part of the contract.
b. NBK AOPS says NBK is looking into opening up the State Gate as an alternative exit for C lot exit; This will prevent traffic through the front of the Admiral’s Home. NBK AOPS says she is unsure of the money situation for the alternative exit and it may be possible to enact it.
c. NBK AOPS says NBK’s primary focus is the 190 people in H Lot that will not have a parking space once the CDC starts to be constructed. Once they each have a space, NBK will focus on re-allocating personnel back into their original lots if possible. But for now, personnel that were moved from Cottman to Montgomery prior to the MILCON will stay in Montgomery.
8) 513/Z lot:

a. NBK AOPS says 513 will eventually be demolished; some parking has been moved, but has not had to displace anyone or caused any loss of spots. Due to the 513 demo project, Z Lot is losing parking spaces. After 513 is online it will add additional parking, and NBK will move some personnel out of Z Lot and into the newly paved 513. But there will be an over lap to when Z lot closes some parking spaces and 513 will not be paved yet. NBK is looking at solutions and awaiting Marcie (NVAFAC) to provide exactly how many spaces and when. 

b. Mr. Kevin Ryan (CNRNW Human Resources) says 513 and Pier Bravo overlap MILCONS, so NBK will lose some parking, but something will be figured out.
9) Towing:

a. NBK AOPS says towing of vehicles have stopped temporarily due to the MAB3 project, which pushes all arcs toward south, placing the fleet deployed long-term parking lot in Bangor within the arcs, causing NBK to move FDPL. FDPL is where all abandoned and towed vehicles are placed. NBK is trying to figure out how to get 134 abandoned vehicles off NBK. NBK has to follow legal procedures.
b. NBK AOPS says towing cannot just be turned over to Chico as several personnel believe. The old contract was stopped due to an accidental towing of a deployed sailor vehicle. Currently FISC legal does not want to write the contract. The decision rests with RLSO and FISC Legal.
c. NBK AOPS says abandoned (or illegally parked) vehicles are tracked by EM2 Boeger (Parking LPO). Parking LPO says NBK will be putting a marking on abandoned vehicles front windows in order to let the public know that the vehicle has been submitted to Parking as abandoned and parking is starting the towing process. Parking LPO says he can be reached at (360) 627-4020/2/3, or use the website link www.cnic.navy.mil/kitsap and scroll to bottom to “Quick Links” and click “Abandoned Vehicle Form” to report an abandoned vehicle.
10) Additional parking space evaluation:

a. NBK AOPS says NBK is hoping to use Mahan Ave area for some parking, this will add about 15 parking spaces. They will have to work around the one way street. NAVFAC Facilities says the Fire Chief said the fire station will still be able to get the fire truck through with the extra parking spaces that will be located on Mahan. 
b. NBK AOPS says NBK will be zoning out the base and evaluating the “nooks and crannies” to find more parking spaces. These new spaces will have to be evaluated along with enforcing and not interfere with anti-terrorism procedures.
11)  Other:

a. Mr. Thad Johnson (PSNS Security Director) says the truck run off lane/ F Lot project did not get funded by the State (or the Navy). 
b. Mr. Bruce Becker (NAVFAC Facilities) says 21-22 JAN10 one Charleston Gate outbound lane will be closed due to the repairing of speed bump. 
12) Open Floor: 

a. Mr. Richard Panzer (IFPTE Rep.) says parking lot outside Charleston gate should be considered for badge swipe. This would allow only authorized users to use the parking lot.

b. NBK AOPS says it has been discussed and will have to find out if anyone went further into it.

c. PSNS Security Director says if the enforcement number has changed to police, the phone number on the signs in the downtown parking lot (P903) needs to be changed. 

d. Mr. Calum Bienhoff (PSNS DLA) says he has been receiving a lot of complaints about enforcement in Wycoff parking area (A Lot). ABHC Marion (NBK Traffic CPO) says for the days of 19JAN10 and 20JAN10, tickets will be voided to cited carpoolers in the parking lot near Charleston Gate (A lot). 

e. NAVFAC Facilities says sailors have been using illegal handicap stickers and are parking in Z Lot; the rules need to be enforced. Also suggested the carpool rules change; propose carpooling sailors park in military parking garage.

f. NBK AOPS says NBK encourages carpooling. Carpool passes are signed by the Parking Office and those without a carpool parking pass in a carpool parking space are violating the rules. Current regulation is that if a person has a CP or VP pass whether military or not, are allowed to park in any lot assigned by parking to them.

g. Mr. Ethan Tabares (PSNS IMF DLA) says complaints have been made from bus riders using the new bus stop. Complaints are usually about the safety issues, buses not stopping to pick bus riders up and requests to move the new bus stop. NBK AOPS says the new bus stop will not be moving. She will contact NAVFAC to inquire about the bus stopping. PSNS Security Director says bus drivers will need to be talked to. NAVFAC Facilities says he will take care of the hedge issue and crosswalks will be repainted during the paint season.
