TAG MEETING MINUTES

1) Meeting commenced 1005 on 25 Jun 2009. 18 June 09 TAG was postponed due to no chairman available to represent NBK.

2) Motion to approve 21 May 2009 TAG minutes: John Carter (Bangor BMTC Rep)

3) Second: Kenneth Malich  (Bremerton IFPTE Rep)

4) BUS STOP ACROSS FROM G-LOT: LT Kibodeaux (NBK AOPS) asked Bruce Becker (FMD NAVFAC) what the status was on the bus stop by T-street and FISC executive parking. NAVFAC FMD said that Mike Douglas was briefed on the idea. Kari Bural (NAVFAC Transportation) had some concerns. Busses 615 and 715 are usually full. If patrons want another bus, it would cost money for more bus drivers and busses. Bus 6 can probably change route by FISC and pick up at the new bus stop. NAVFAC transportation also asked how many people will be riding the busses. Thad Johnson (PSNS Security) responded “service will have to be provided in order to find out how many people will be riding”. Bremerton IFPTE disagrees with NAVFAC Transportation. He says that busses 615 and 715 are not always overfull. He was also concerned if FISC bus does pick up at the new bus stop, will it drop off at Bldg 455? NAVFAC transportation said if it comes to a point where passengers reach over the capacity at the new bus stop, transportation will be requesting more money for an additional bus. PSNS Security will be willing to entertain that request. AOPS mentioned the traffic engineer and safety both approved of this project. It will be on a trial basis for 60 days. A sign will be put up to publicize the new bus stop.  AOPS asked NAVFAC FMD when the crosswalks and signs for the bus stops will be created. NAVFAC FMD said he will e-mail AOPS the response on the crosswalk and continue using the existing crosswalk. As for the signs, NAVFAC FMD will notify AOPS COB 26JUN09. 

5) F-LOT TRUCK RUN OFF: AOPS mentioned that HRO has initially reviewed the MOU. She asked if Rick Tift will be signing for PSNS when CO returns from TAD. AOPS also verified that NAVFAC is going with plan 2. The project is still tentative around late fall, possible spring. IFPTE asked when will the temporary handicap signs going to be placed in F lot. AOPS said, “Once we clear out the design and know what spots we are loosing, then we will see where the handicap spots will be placed”.  IFPTE said they are still in bargaining and have not yet seen the MOU.  
6) ELECTRICAL LOOP: AOPS announced that D-lot opened back up on Monday.  Restriping will be in late July early August 2009. There are 29 SOV’s (12 PSNS employees), 1 handicap, 2 executive, 1 customer service, 2 carpool, and 1 reserve slot. NAVFAC FMD said D-lot lay out is in July 2009, and will probably be repaived as well. MMC Walter (NBK Parking Chief) requested if NAVFAC can get rid of the hedge to add more parking. AOPS answered that they will take a look at what is being paved first. 

7) PARKING GARAGE: AOPS discussed the clean up and pictures taken for garage 1105. She said she received an e-mail from LCDR Lazzaretti (NAVFAC) about lighting. His response: The majority of the lighting is motion sensor for energy conservation. PSNS Security asked how sensitive are the sensors? Are they for cars only or for pedestrians as well? AOPS said she will look into it and contact LCDR. 

8) BLDG 1105 ENTRANCE CLOSURE: City of Bremerton notified AOPS they will be doing maintenance cleaning on 5th street which will be blocking the north end on Bldg 1105. The entrance will be closed on four different days. It will not be closed the entire day, just for a few hours each day. They are still looking for the best times to commence maintenance. There is another entrance at 4th Street, so this process should not affect patrons entering and exiting the garage. 

9) NEW SPEED SIGNS:  NBK will be putting up new speed signs to increase speed in certain areas. NAVFAC FMD asked to be able to re-use the signs. He asked MAC Dreher but no response. AOPS says she will contact MAC. 

10) BANGOR PARKING: LCDR Simpkins (NBK OPSO) had some questions for IFPTE concerning workers parking in DEVRON 5 for the work force being assigned to work up in Bangor, Pete Fleck (Facility OPS DEVRON 5) said they will work with PSNS and will try to accommodate. IFPTE answered that he cannot answer for the union representative working on the DEVRON 5 parking. 

11) ISSUE AND WORKING CONDITIONS: BMTC Bangor rep mentioned that there were concerns dealing with the working conditions, such as hot meals and transportation. Facility OPS DEVRON 5 says there are some long term goals to correcting that situation. They are currently working with NBK and Region. BMTC Bangor says he would like to have some short term solutions. OPSO and AOPS both mention that NBK is working the FORAC on the situation and will be looking into it further. As for now, there will be no ticketing occurring at the DEVRON 5 parking lot. Pat Abbot (BMTC Bremerton) had several questions concerning parking and working conditions. BMTC Bremerton would like a survey of lots being used through out the day. OPSO will discuss the situation with Mr. Abbot at the end of the meeting. 
12) USS JOHN C STENNIS: For John C. Stennis return, AOPS says they are requesting spaces on the Quay Wall. Military will be parking in Military Garage. Shuttles will be picking up families from Jackson Park and Bangor. There will be 30 VIP’s. OPSO says there won’t be intrusions on any lot.   

13) OPEN FLOOR:  

A) DEVRON 5 says there are government vehicles parking on the service pier; it is growing to be unsafe. He requests for a temporary spot either in the lot or near the pier for government vehicles. 

B) IFPTE Rep asked when the H-lot fence opening will be scheduled to open. AOPS said she will contact Marie Campbell (NBK Safety Rep). 
C) PSNS Security is requesting a NO TURN AROUND sign on Decatur Ave due to the hazard of the location of the wall and a vehicle turning around, causing a block in traffic movement.
D) OPSO discussed that he met with Captain Olson (NBK Commanding Officer) about parking for NBK. Captain wants to improve NBK’s future by modifying MOU’s, constructions and looking at dead space. In the near future NBK has two carriers that are going to be stationed here. AOPS said that NBK Parking counted all spaces in NBK Bremerton; including handicap, costumer service etc. There are 7700 total spots in Bremerton and approximately over 20,000 personnel working aboard Bremerton. OPSO wants to start pushing this issue and has power point concerning NBK’s motives. If someone does not have a copy, he will email it.
