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· Meeting commenced 1005 on January 15, 2009
· Motion to approved December 11th TAG minutes- AOPS
· Second- Pat Brew-Hart (NBK Parking)
· KITSAP TRANSPORTATION BUSSES: OPSO spoke to BMTC that the largest bus with Kitsap Transit cannot make the immediate right when turning into F-Lot. It will drive on grass and there are other objects in the way making it difficult for the bus to make a turn. He suggested utilizing the 40 empty spaces on the east side of F- Lot to park the busses through there.  Pat Brew-Hart gave the percentage of “F” Lot use of 40%. Shipyard security says it shouldn’t be a problem and its o.k. with them. BMTC replies to OPSO that they want to go have a look at the area first and look into it. Kevin Ryan said they won’t need anything in writing, unions have been notified. 

· BANGOR PARKING: The NUCW/TPS parking area is short about 54 spaces. There is a proposal to cut about 15 trees to make room for about 100 spaces. The no name road is across from the current NUWC/TPS area. The proposed area is called the "white box area”. BMTC mentions that there is space in building 7000 that isn’t being utilized, it’s an over flow parking, and recommended to utilize that as well. 
-OPSO discussed that the Coast Guard will be parking in the KB Pier area, 

near their boat. And 3 trailers will be there for the Coast Guards gear.  

-Abandon cars: NBK is low in staff to take care of such an issue with so many 

cars abandoned by sailors. MMC Walter mentions that parking division is 

working hard on towing. The numbers were: 66 in 2008 towed 9 since January, 

and leaving 14 still under process of getting towed. Naval Base Kitsap also 

relies on tenant commands to voice when they see abandon cars. AOPS 

discussed her plan in setting up a link on the website for tenant commands to 

access the abandoned vehicle form to report an abandoned vehicle. 
· PARKING ON TOP OF BUILDINGS:  There are a lot of dead spaces around barracks, which OPSO is trying to get parking under or on top of these buildings. There is security issues fallowing this plan, to park under would be hazardous because if a car bomb goes off it could take down the entire building, as well if people park on top. PSNS Security has been meeting with shipyard engineers and Security Force discussing this issue and possibilities. He said if NBK does place parking on top of buildings, PSNS security would have to get more involved. Before stand down, PSNS Security met with facility experts about base layouts and possibilities of parking on top. He also discussed about Security and force protection will do what they can to oppose it and that Navy and SFFC will have to look hard at parking under a garage and the hazards fallowing it.  NBK Parking Coordinator received numbers from TOMCO of the space that would be available for on top of roofs: Bldg 850 and 850A- 139, PSNS Security says 230.  PSNS Security says if they loose 50 people from Decatur it would give us an

extra 180 spaces plus motorcycles. IFTPTE Rep. doesn’t feel that Naval Base

Kitsap should be so cautious on security and that a civilian underground

parking would be more of a target. PSNS Security disagrees and feels that 

since NBK has nuclear targets, we need to be highly cautious and not naïve. 

DDPW brings up an example of a truck that was stolen and that it was due to 

Security being too lenient. 

· OPEN FLOOR: BMTC asks if anyone else is working on the parking issue in Bangor. OPSO replies that several avenues are in communication about it as well and continue to look at all alternatives.  

-BMTC received an email from FISC discussing the number of handicap 

parking spots being insufficient. Due to the John C. Stennis being deployed, it 

has freed up a lot of handicap and regular parking spots. Pat Brew-Hart says 

that SOV spots have been using handicap spots as well because they have both 

a handicap and a  parking spot pass. AOPS says there’s not much we can do 

but just to encourage them to have integrity and not use it. MMC Walter says 

they try to hit Z-lot with tickets at least 3 times a week. NBK is staying on top 

of that issue. 

-OPSO was speaking about putting a barrier in the parking lot south of Bldg

7203 on Guitaro Rd.  The lot has no route for cars which is dangerous for

pedestrians to walk through at that intersection. 

-OPSO spoke about the barracks garage which is on schedule and the project

will be completed December 2009.
