18 FEB 10 TAG Minutes

1) Meeting commenced: 1005

2) Motion to Approve 21 JAN 10 TAG Minutes: 
Mr. Kenneth Malich (Bremerton IFPTE Representative)

Second: Mr. John Mckenzi (NAVFAC Union Rep)

3) New signs posted at P903 indicating correct numbers to call:

a. LT Kibodeaux (NBK AOPS) says this has been completed; Also looking into the correction of P903 to 1105. NBK AOPS says after expiration of passes, they will change from P903 to 1105 after renewal; also, parking system will reflect 1105.

4) Pat SIQ: 
a. NBK AOPS and ENS Schermerhorn (NBK Traffice Divo) says to contact AO3 Buchanon for any questions on Transportation Incentive Program (TIP), or ABF2 Lockhart for any questions regarding parking passes at (360) 627-4023/4026.

b. NKB AOPS says when the vanpools change (for example, the driver or passengers), NBK needs to know. NBK AOPS says NBK has found that some individuals will have double passes (such as being a part of vanpool and still have a parking pass). 

c. NBK AOPS says MOA requires audits, therefore NBK will check the lots every two weeks until the lots are “cleaned up”; Audits will then move to one lot or one section per month. Annually NBK will assess the vanpool as well.

5) C Lot:

a. NBK AOPS says C Lot has officially been turned over to NBK and 19 FEB10 is the tentative day for striping.

b. NBK AOPS says parking spaces in H Lot will be moved to C Lot (48 executive, 70 carpool, 84 single-occupant vehicle [SOV]) and there is no final determination of how many parking spots will be in C Lot.

c. Mr. Bruce Becker (NAVFAC NW Facilities) says there is a vehicle that is parked in C Lot and needs to be moved.

d. NBK AOPS says funding is needed for sign posts and functions of how signs will be placed.

e. NBK AOPS says notice was sent out that 01APR10 is the groundbreaking for CDC and H Lot. But this date is flexible if necessary.

f. NAVFAC NW Facilities says due to the design requirements, the contractor is painting over the existing lines in C Lot.

g. NBK AOPS says NBK is estimating 140-150 parking places in C Lot. Also, there is a gravel area if there is an overabundance of parking spots needed. XO NBK says PWO will maximize efficiency area between C Lot and barracks for more parking.

h. Mr. Thad Johnson (PSNS Security Director) says after the renewal of H Lot executive passes expiring 31MAR10, they will say “C Lot”. NBK AOPS says after expiration and during renewal of all passes, they will be changed to say “C Lot”.

6) Open Floor:

a. Mr. John Farrior (FISC Security Director) says he has received complaints about the 15-16 handicap spaces in C lot that have not been repainted. NAVFAC NW Facilities says he will check into it.

b. NBK AOPS says Montgomery and Charleston Gates are opening for two lane traffic on 19FEB10. XO says the hope is “folks will be able to flow through the base more efficiently”.

c. XO says massive pedestrian traffic causes traffic jams at the gates and NBK eventually hopes to re-route the pedestrian traffic and come up with a MILCON for the project; However, due to a low budget, this should not be expected anytime in the near future.

d. NBK AOPS says she is confident NBK will be getting towing back. Anyone who chooses to illegally park will get a warning the first time and if there is a second time, they will be towed.

e. Mr. Patrick Abbott (Bremerton BMTC Rep) says that due to more enforcement in the downtown parking garage there have been more open parking spaces. NBK AOPS says NBK’s ultimate goal is not to have any open parking spots. The spaces are issued, but personnel chose to park somewhere else.

f. PSNS Security Director says the waiver for permission to take vanpools into CIA is on its way to NAVC. NBK AOPS says shipyard offered 36 spots in CIA for vanpool and PSNS Security Director is gathering security clearances. NBK AOPS says the only issue is if FPCON is increased, NBK would have to pull the VP out of the CIA to another location. 

g. NBK AOPS says if anyone needs vans, Kitsap Transit has vans for vanpool that aren’t being used, TIP will pay for them.

h. NAVFAC NW Facilities says it will be easier to use sand for the sign posts (affordable, will not expand during winter, and is movable).

i. NAVFAC NW Facilities says he counted 4 different sailors’ vehicles in Z Lot that need to be spoken with because they’re parking in handicap spots early in the morning (about 0700-0800), mustering/attending quarters and then leaving.

j. NBK AOPS says NBK will enforce the Charleston Gate parking lot by doing what they did at 1105 and will try to get some people out at Z Lot at 0700 to the handicap area. She will contact Security Dispatch.

k. NBK AOPS says LCDR Kupp has transferred and his military replacement is not checking in until April/May timeframe. NAVFAC NW says for now the point of contact for LCDR Kupp is Bob Vortech. NBK Traffic Divo says to call non-emergency dispatch for questions or complaints at (360) 476-3393. XO says this is Regional Dispatch and emergency situations are priority over routine phone calls. Also, XO says NBK is looking into providing a means for people to report violators, so as to not “bog down” the emergency reporting systems of the base. XO says it would be a good idea to come up with an email address for anyone wanting to report violators. NBK AOPS says procedures are in place that have to be followed (for example: Is sailor deployed? Is the vehicle abandoned?) before action can be taken. RDC will be involved heavily in towing requests to help get enforcement going. 

l. NVAFAC NW says he spoke with Mr. Vern Shook and was told Mr. Shook is compiling the overall parking amount and working on the letter that was sent out in a sound byte to Bremerton Patronage by Capt. Olson and received only 12 responses. PSNS Security Director says the issue with the sound byte is that many people do not know how to read/use.

m. XO says NBK needs to figure out a way to advertise carpools, as well as updating the INST that is outdated
