WHAT IS REPORTABLE TO SECURITY?
This is not all inclusive and only lists some of the more common causes for concern
FOREIGN INFLUENCE-
* Close/and or continuing contact with a person who is a citizen or resident of a foreign country (including dual citizenships). This includes spouse, any family members, in-laws, exchange students, friendships or business relationships.  Contact doesn’t have to be in-person, could be electronic correspondance—Facebook, Skype, text, e-mail etc.
*Foreign travel (vacationing, buying foreign property)

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS-

      *Failing to file or fraudulent filing of taxes or audited by IRS
                   *Financial issues linked to gambling or compulsive/addictive gambling

      *Check fraud (writing “bad” checks), multiple Non Sufficient Fund (NSF’s)

      *Repossessions (voluntary or not)

*Bills sent to collections or past due 90 days or more (including parking tickets, traffic tickets, utilities, credit cards, medical bills, child support, government travel credit cards, etc.)


      *Bankruptcy


      *House foreclosure or behind in payments

      *Liens, evictions, garnishments


      *Excessive spending, spending beyond one’s means or high debt to income ratio


      *Identity theft
      *Co-signing loan for someone and they become behind on payments

DRUG/ALCOHOL INVOLVEMENT-

      *Any illegal drug use, or drug abuse (including prescribed medication)


      *Illegal drug possession, cultivation, distribution, paraphernalia, buying/selling       

       
      *Diagnosis by qualified professional of drug/alcohol dependence

                   *Participation in any drug/alcohol treatment program (in or out patient)
      *DUI (regardless if formally charged, prosecuted or convicted, including deferments)
PHYSCHOLOGICAL CONDITIONS-
*An opinion by a qualified mental health professional that you have a mental condition (including schizophrenia, depression, eating disorders, etc.)
*Exhibit behavior that is emotionally unstable, irresponsible, violent, bizarre, paranoid

CRIMINAL CONDUCT-
*Arrests or allegation of criminal conduct—regardless if formally charged, prosecuted or convicted
*Raids of house/property or confiscation of such
*Criminal activity in your home by others (including children, roommates, renters)      

*On parole/probation or participating in court mandated program (anger mngmt., driving school,            parenting classes, etc.)

      *Any involvement in the legal system (being sued, providing testimony)

      *Serious traffic violations (racing, reckless, negligent or excessive number of tickets)
